The brick’s excellent contrast with the crisp white render of

the window reveals helped to reinforce the proportion and

geometry of the façade. It also offered the versatility required

for the various forms of construction introduced such as brick

slips, feature banding and special shapes.

Traditionally built houses in Belgravia Place, Graham

Terrace constitutes a high quality residential

development complementing the town houses and

mews of the surrounding Belgravia neighbourhood

within the City of Westminster.

With brickwork to the main façade and within the

mews behind, all voussoir arches were pre-fabricated

with brick slip adhered to a pre-cast concrete lintel. 

Architect Sue Johnson of architects Paul Davis &

Partners commented “The Chailey Stock, specified for

all facework, offered a natural variation in keeping

with the brickwork of the surrounding Georgian

townhouses. This was considered imperative with 

the new development being conceived as infilling a

missing fragment of the Belgravia Conservation area.”
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
